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Agender: person with no (or very little)
connection to the traditional system of gender

Abrosexual: those whose sexuality changes over
any period of time; the genders attracted to, the
intensity attraction is felt, etc. are fluid.

Aceflux: someone whose sexual orientation
fluctuates but generally stays on the Asexual
Spectrum

Achillean: a man or man-aligned individual of
any sexual orientation who is attracted to
other men and man-aligned people

Androgyne: a non-binary identity in
which a person's gender is in-between or
a blend of genders

Aroace: aromantic asexual, someone
who experiences neither romantic nor
sexual attraction

Aromantic: experiencing little or no
romantic attraction to others and/or has a
lack of interest in romantic
relationships/behavior



Asexual: experiencing no sexual feelings or
desires; not feeling sexual attraction to anyone

Bigender: denoting or relating to a person
whose gender identity encompasses two genders

Bisexual: attractrion that is not limited to one
gender

Demiboy: someone who identifies partially with a
masculine gender identity, but not fully,
regardless of their assigned gender at birth

Demigender: a non-binary gender identity
that describes people who feel a partial
connection to a particular gender

Demigirl: someone who identifies
partially with a feminine gender identity,
but not fully, regardless of their
assigned gender at birth

Demiromantic: a romantic orientation that
describes someone who only develops
romantic feelings for another person after
forming a strong emotional connection with
them



Gender Nonconforming: a person who identifies
outside of the gender binary

Genderflux: Gender identity fluctuates
in strength over time

Genderqueer: a person whose gender identity
does not correspond to conventional binary
gender distinctions

Intersex: having reproductive or sexual
anatomy that doesn’t align with typical
definitions of male or female

Intersex Inclusive Pride Flag: designed in 2013
to celebrate diversity and inclusion for
everyone in the LGBTQI+ (lesbian, gay, bisexual,
transgender, queer, and intersex) community

Demisexual: experiencing sexual feelings and
attraction only after developing a close
emotional relationship and not on the basis of
first impressions, physical characteristics, etc.

Gender Fluid: a person whose gender
fluctuates over time



MLM: Anyone who identifies as a man being
attracted exclusive to other men

Neptunic: the attraction to women,
feminine non-binary people, and
neutral non-binary people

Neutrois:  a non-binary gender identity that can
be described as gender-neutral, genderless, or
agender

Nonbinary (Enby): gender not fitting within
the female or male binaries

Omnisexual: attracted to all
genders

Lesbian: women or nonbinary people who are
sexually or romantically attracted
exclusively to other women/nonbinary
people

Lithosexual:  someone who does experience
sexual attraction but does not desire those
feelings to be reciprocated or to pursue a
relationship



Sapphic: an umbrella term for women who are
attracted to women, including lesbians, bisexuals,
pansexuals, and queer women. It can also refer to
transgender and nonbinary people who identify with
this community and attraction spectrum, even if they
don't identify as women

Philadelphia Pride Flag: designed in 2017, adding
black and brown stripes to the six-striped
rainbow flag in order to give representation to
queer and trans BIPOC

Two-Spirit: an umbrella term that encompasses
LGBTQIA+ identities within Indigenous
communities

Transgender: a person whose gender identity
does not correspond with the sex registered
for them at birth

Pangender: a gender identity not limited to
one gender

Pansexual: sexually or romantically
attracted to people regardless of their sex
or gender
